OUTDOORS WA – Industry Standards Panel Update – July 2009

Following industry based enquiry …

1. Re Registration Opportunities for NOLRS Registered Multi Pitch Abseiling 
The Industry Standards Panel has approved 

· Churchman’s Brook

· Wilyabrup

as suitable sites for outdoor leaders to log hours required to meet re registration requirements for multi pitch abseiling.

This follows a ruling by the Outdoor Council of Australia that outdoor leaders can rig single pitch descents as multi pitch descents for the purposes of maintaining the required hours.

This followed an Outdoors WA generated enquiry based upon the lack of multi pitch abseiling venues and programs in WA to maintain sufficient log book requirements.

2. NOLRS Registration as a Climbing Guide 
The Industry Standards Panel has approved that skilled and experienced outdoor leaders currently registered as Single Pitch Abseiling Guides (natural surfaces) who wish also to become registered as Single Pitch Climbing Guides can do so in accordance with the following process / criteria

REQUIRED EVIDENCE
· Current NOLRS registration for Single Pitch Abseiling Guide (Natural) 

· Log book evidence of a minimum of 120 logged hours over the past 3 years guiding climbing sessions at a natural site

· Letter from a recent  employer / manager who holds this qualification verifying logged hours (or a Statutory Declaration which validates the applicant’s hours leading climbing sessions)
Once the evidence has been validated the NOLRS Single Pitch Climbing Guide registration will be added to your current registration. The registration fees for this Subsequent Registration shall be $55(for members) / $77 (for non members)
